Founded in 1911, the Ethel Walker School 

has a history of tradition but with two LEED 

certified building completed, the school is 

moving toward a sustainable future. After 

completion of a LEED-NC equestrian center, 

the school again contacted SWA for guid-

ance with LEED for Homes certification for 

the new home  of the schoolõs headmistress 

and family. 

Peter Ernst, local architect produced prelimi-

nary plans for Westchester Modularõs pro-

duction of the 5200 square feet. A factory 

thermal bypass inspection and two site in-

spections were conducted. Robert Segalla, 

modular builder, set the house and John 

Salvatore (Lupachino & Salvatore, Inc. ) com-

pleted on site construction under supervi-

sion of Duane Stagg (Ethel Walker opera-

tions and maintenance manager). 

Energy Savings (HERS Index 72) is achieved 

with SEER 14 A/C, closed cell foam insula-

tion on basement interior walls,  Energy Star 

appliances, and CFLõs. 

Dual flush toilets are located in the three 

powder rooms (the home is used for hosting 

many campus engagements) and have gen-

erated curiosity and awareness.  

By using a modular manufacturer the project 

started construction on site with a 98% di-

version rate. The school had already em-

braced a reduce and recycle plan for the 

campus and the construction site followed 

suite by diverting 90% of all debris from the 

local landfill. 

The headõs house is the ideal learning tool 

where students tour the home and learn first 

hand about sustainability.  
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
